Pastoral Care & Transportation

Only when we experience some life-changing
medical condition do we realize how fragile and
dependent we really are. Several years ago, I
had to have a double knee replacement. What a
dose of reality that was! Transportation
provided by friends, family, and even strangers
can be the lifeline which makes daily existence
possible. Recently, this experience prompted
me to write an article for the Banner. Since that
article, people have told me they are willing to
volunteer to help with transportation for those
in need, however, the invitation to help is still
open. More people are needed; won’t you
consider lending support? If so, contact me,
Bob Sherwood.

I also thought it would be helpful if you knew
about the ongoing transportation in this area.

B-Bus: The Cape Cod Regional Transit
Authority serves 15 Cape Cod towns Monday
through Friday and most towns on the
weekend. It is wheelchair accessible, and
accessible to people with other mobility aides
and physical limitations. The bus will pick you
up at your home and return you to your home.
Reservations may be made, one week prior
and no later than 11am on the day prior to the
ride, by calling 508-385-4163. This is a shared
ride service so you may need to be ready an
hour eatlier then your appointment. Flexibility
is essential. The Fare is $2.50+10 cents per mile
and $1.50+5 cents per mile for seniors and
people with disabilities. A $5.00 monthly fee
will entitle seniors and people with disabilities to
a 50% reduction in the fare. The Schedule is:
Monday thru Friday 8am-7pm; Saturdays 9am-
7pm; Sunday 9am-1pm.

Van-Go Bus provides rides to medical
appointments before noon, and shopping
transportation after noon. Hours of Operation
are 8am-4pm. Appointments must be made 48
hours in advance. You must be ready for
pickup one hour in advance of your

appointment. The route is pre-planned and
they cannot wait. The schedule for shopping
depends in which area of Falmouth you live:
Monday-Falmouth; Tuesday-North Falmouth;
Wednesday-East Falmouth; Thursday-Locust
Street.

Falmouth Senior Center Volunteer Medical
Transportation for Seniors who live in
Falmouth. You must be ambulatory, have no
other means of transportation, and be unable to
manage on the B-Bus or the Van-Go. Rides are
not guaranteed, but every effort will be made to
find transportation. Suggested donations for
the cost of gasoline are: Falmouth local area-$3;
Mashpee/Sandwich-$5; Hyannis $8;
Yarmouth/Plymouth $10. Volunteer drivers
are needed. To volunteer or request service call

. Boston Hospital Transportation (BMT)

is run by the Cape Cod Transit Authority.
Monday thru Friday it goes to Beth
Israel/Deaconess Medical Centet, Brigham and
Women’s Hospital, Boston Medical Center,
Children’s Hospital, Dana Farber Cancer
Institute, Joslin Diabetes Center, Massachusetts
Eye and Ear Infirmary, Massachusetts General
Hospital, New England Baptist Hospital,
Shriners’ Burn Institute, Spaulding
Rehabilitation Hospital, Tufts New England
Medical (including Floating Hospital for
Children and the Dental School), and the
Veterans Affairs Medical Center. All medical
appointments must be scheduled no earlier than
10am and must be completed by 2pm.
Reservations must be made prior to 11am the
day before the appointment by calling 1-800-
352-7155 between 8am and 5pm, Monday
through Friday. Round Trip costs $25 ($13 one
way). Pick up locations for Falmouth are at
8:45am (Routes 6 and 132 Commuter Lot), and
at 9am at the Sagamore Rotary Commuter Lot.
This bus will leave Boston after picking up at all
of the above hospitals at 3pm. Drop-off will be
at the same pick up locations. Buses are
wheelchair accessible. — Bob Sherwood
